BY-LAWS OF THE BRITISH COLUMBIA SOCIETY OF
PHYSTO-THFRAPY AND MASSAGE PRACTITIONERS

MEMBERSHTP

(1} The members of the Soclety shall consist of the signatories

to the Peclaration of Incorporatisn, so long as they remain in good
standing, and sach additiona)] members as shall bs admitted by resolution
of the Council, so long as such member shall continue in good standing.

(2) APPLICATION FOR MRMBERSHIP

Phyaio-therapists and masseurs who are registered wder the
Naturopethic Act may apply for membership in the Soclety by applicatiom
in writing accompanied by the necessary membership fee, by evidence of
Registration under th Naturopathic Act and recommendations as to good
character signed by two members.

The . Coeuncil may by resolution accept or reject any application
for membership as in its discretion it shall deem wise. The membership
fee shall be returned to an unsuccessiul applicant.

MEMBFRSHIP FEES

(3) The fees for membership shall be twenty-five dollars (§25.00)
which shall include dues to the end of the current calendar year.

HONORARY MEMBERS

(4) The Councll may recommend to the SBociety the name of any member
for honorary membership in the Sgclety, and if the recommendation is
